___ c.   	Entering the grade of all college/university courses as instructed by 
CSDCAS. Your 
GPA in the CSD major will be computed automatically by the CSDCAS system. For any repeated classes, the system will use an average grade in computing the GPA.
	___ d.  	Submitting a copy of official transcripts (from all the universities and/or community colleges that you have ever attended) to CSDCAS at the following address. No need to submit another copy to CSUF Admissions and Records.
