· If you have already earned a bachelor’s degree and have taken courses after completing the degree, upload those transcripts.
· If you are required to provide evidence of meeting the English Language Proficiency requirement, please upload the appropriate evidence as well.
· Please visit the Office of Graduate Studies website to ensure your application is complete or if you have any questions before submitting your application.
Note: If you receive a formal offer of admission, the offer will be contingent upon receiving OFFICIAL transcripts and test scores, if applicable.
